Wouldn't it be nice to see a good 
.play in the cool and comfortable 
'Little Theater?

"Girls, Boys and Books". 
Psychologists have done some 

research recently in some less 
exotic locales-schools to study an 
activity nearly everyone has 
shared, book carrying. Books are a 
common burden but boys and girls 
handle them differently almost 
from the start , on their way to 
developing two distinct styles. 

By high ,school age , nearly all 
men carry books at their sides with 
their arms relativel y straight. Eigh t 
out of ten women, in contrast, rest 
the lower edge of the book or books 
on their hip or pelvic bones, 
holding them against their bodies 
with one or both arms .bent. 

The obvious explanation for this 
difference in style is that there are 
differences in size, strength, and 
the shape of the body. But that is 
not the only factor involved, 
because the book carrying differ- . 
ences develop earlier in life than 
the physical ones. . 

Researche~s recorded how stu­
dents carried books on a chart list 
that described the carrying 
positions. In position A, the person 
is holding the book . at his side, 
gripping the top of the book with 
his finger pointing down toward the 
ground. In position H, the

person clutches the book directly in 
front of her body with both hands of 
arms. ln the six ·in between 
positions, the book is raised 
gradually until it is held against the 
body, about waist l!igh, usually 
cradled in the arms. 

Boys and girls in kindergarten 
lug their books in similar ways, 
with both favoring "masculine" 
position B. By the second grade 
girls and boys use very different 
methods . Boys use positions that 
are very rare. 

Girls book-carrying techniques 
shift much more abruptly, except 
working class-whites position re­
mains the favorite through the 
sixth grade, although G and other 
feminine positions gradually be­
come more popular. A big change 
takes place in jr. high . Position B 
almost completely disappears from 
the girls to be replaced by position 
G and other like positions. 

Working class white girls, in 
contrast, adopt female positions a 
lot more einphasis than do 
middle-class mothers, on their 
daughter's feminity. There were no 
obvious racial or economic 4iffer­
ei1ces in college and in later h1glt· 
school years, but the differences 
are present ~arlier. Height, weight 

and body shape are very similar 
boys and girls until around the age 
of twelve. 

These sexually similar growth 
patterns contrast very sharply with 
the sexually different book-carry- · 
ing methods. 

Phil Spotswood of the University 
of Tennessee • found that differ­
ences in grip failed to account for 
the different ways male and female 
college students carry thei r ':looks . 
Both sexes carry the samt; size 
book loads and use the different 
carr ying r .egardless of grip 
strengths. 

The researchers believe that 1 he 
·desire of imitating older children 
and adults, along with other social 
factors, helps in explaining the 
differences in styles of book-carry­
ing . Also,. position B appears to b<! 
more comfortable for men and 
position G for women because of 
their differences in physical 
s~ructure. It also seems that boys 
are pressured more so by their 
friends to " carry their books like a 
man .'' than girls are to use the 
feminine book-carrying methods .
