In-school susper1sion · goes into effect

Adams students in the habit .of 
skipping classes will now have 
something to do instead of roaming 
the halls. This is because of the 
new in-school suspension plan 
which came into effect on Mondav. 
February 23rd. The new plan. 
involves many strict rules which 
are followed closely. It has 
advantages over regular suspen­
sion. most importantly that a 
student can be suspended and still 
do schoolwork under the close 
supervision of a teacher . Students 
who are caught skipping a class 
thr~e days in a row will be sent to 
roon i' 010 where the~ · are 

, completely isolated and are und er 
constant supervision . It also is an 

advantage because the students 
stay in school and aren't allowed to 
wander around. Students who are 
constantly causing trouble in class 
will be sent to room 010 for the 
remainder of the day and possibly 
longer. 

A five minute bathroom break is 
allowed once at 10:05 and once at 
2:05. At lunchtime all the 
suspended students get their food 
in the cafeteria and bring it back as 
a group . All schoolwork and eating 
must be done in silence. 
Encyclopedias . • dictionaries. and 
man~· textbooks are provided for 
the students. but they must bring 
their own pencils. paper and other 
materials. If these materials are not 
brou ght to the room the student 

might have to spend the next day in 
the room also. 

Since the students keep -up with 
their homework and turn it in every 
dav. the teachers don ·t have to 
sp~nd too much extra time with the 
suspended student. Self learning is 
pushed during th_e period of time 
·spent in the room. The supervis9rs 
can help if a problem occurs . 
Otherwise the student does all the 
work on his / her own. All parents of 
the students are notified if their son 
or daughter is put into the room. 

Adams is one of the first high 
schools to put this new plan into 
effect. So teachers won't have to 
worr~· about problem students and 
hopefully the students' attitudes 
will improve toward school.

The Eagles widened their lead to 
eight midway through the fourth 
quarter. out the Indians fought 
back. and a St. Joe layup with 30 
seconds left cu.t the Adams lead to 
47-46.
