P,obab -lllty clas~ offered 
A new ~ourse, ProbabiHty and 

Statistics, will be offered through 
the mathematics department 
beginning the second semester of 
this school year. This course is 
bei ,1g developed through a mini 
grant submitted by Mr. Niemier 
of John Adams -High School. If 
the gra!]t is approved the course 
would begin on February 1, 1982. 

The aim of the grant is to . 
provide a course in probability 
and statistics suitable for several 
different types of student 
interest. First, the extensive use 
of statistical methods in natural 
occurences in the everyday world 
makes it imperative that the 
educated person understand the 
fundamental ideas that underlie 
decisions made by statistical 
methods. 

Secondly, the course is also 

aimed at the students who have 
plans to enter such fields as 
economics, business, education, 
psychology, sociology, biology, 
and medicine, which I now 
require statistics for their 
effective pursuit. It ·is believed 
that successful completion of a 
course . bas~d on probability and 
statistics will add to the 
preparation for the usual college 
courses offered in the aforemen­
tioned fields. 

Finally, any student who is 
preparing for study in mathema­
tics, one of the physical scieQces 
(Chemistry, Physics, etc.) or the 
engineering sciences will even­
tually find need -for one or more 
courses in mathematical statis­
tics. While these fields of study 
req uire severa l se mesters or 
quarters of calculus, some of the 

fundamental background in 
probability and statistics will be 
presented in this course. 

Probability and Statistics is 
open to the students who have 
completed elementary algebra, 
and geometry . Students inter ­
ested in this course should speak 
to · either their present mathe­
matics teacher, Mr. Niemier 
(Room 112), or their counselor. It 
should be understood that this · 
course is not intended to take 

~ away from the present college 
preparatory program, but rather 
it is designed to add to the 
student's college preparatory 
program.

'Time Bandits' steals the show

Many tales have been told 
involving a child escaping into the 
fantasies of his imagination, but 
' ~Time Bandits" may be the first 
where fantasy breaks loose into 
the child's world. Written by 
Monty Python troopers Michael 
Palin and Terry Gilliam, this 
refreshingly original film depict s 
an eleven-year-old boy's explora­
tion of an imperfect universe run . 
rampant . The purely fantastic 
aspects of the film can leave the 
viewer lost in a dream world, but 
modern da~ character conflicts 
easily movie reality. Seemingly . 
out cf place in the conservative 
fall movie season, "Time 
Bandits" is altog6ther adven­
turous, funny and provacative. 

The movie's major events 
revolve around the pretense that 
since the universe was created in ' 
only seven days, there were 
bound to be some fl~ws. These 
flaws are holes in the fabric of 
time, and one of them just 

happens to be in the bedroom of a 
young English boy, who is 
pleasantly startled to see a 
medieval knight crash out of his 
closet . 'Eventually, the young 
hero , Kevin , is visited by six 
dwarfs who have stolen a map of 
the holes in time . When they are 
pursued by the Supreme Being, 
who wants his map back, Kevin's 
room becomes lost in the limbo of 
time, and he is forced to flee with 
the renegade dwarfs. Leaving his 
lobotomized parents behind, 
Kevin now embarks on an 
engrossing journey thit makes 
linear regression through time. 

A.:ll the characters are 
maae more believable because of 
strong performances by their 
respective actors. Craig Warnock, 
who portrays Kevin, adds the 
perfect amount of naivete needed 
to accept the changing envi,rori. 
ment around him. Ian Holm 
(ALIEN) is a different, but still 
interesting Napoleon. As Hood, 
John Cleese is "jolly good," 

providing impeccable humor at 
this point. Sean Connery (007) is 
quite serious as Agamemnon, 

· creating a needed interlude in 
the hectic plot. Many of the 
performances were brief , but all 
undoubtedly contributed to mak­
ing "Time Bandits " a more 
enjoyable film. 

What separates this film from 
others , though, is its unique 
viewpoint. Everything that ttan­
spires is seen through Kevin's 
eyes , and because of this, parts of 
the film are left unexplained. So 
many extraordinary events ta-ke 
place that Kevin can only accept 
them; he doesn't have time to 
inquire about every detail. . And 
maybe he doesn't want to. "Time 
Bandits" takes much for granted, 
lending a dreamlike quality to 
itself , which is why it stands out 
from others in the fantasy-adven­
ture genre. 

All considered, ''Time Band­
its" is a surprisingly sophisti­
cated and innovative treatment of 
a familiar theme.
