This past summer continued 

the recent trend in movie making, 
with fantasy, adventure, and 
science fiction films comprising 
at least ; half of the summer's 
cinematic offerings . These types 
of films are no longer the low 
budget cheapies that eventua lly 
end up on "T h e Son of 
Svengoolie. " Rather, fantasy-fic­
tion films now tend to sport 
enormous budgets, and in turn 
they make ba ck e norm ou s 
amount s of money (" E.T." and 
"Star Trek II" were among the 
s umm er ' s top five money 
makers). Because this genre of 
films is finally being taken 
serio usly, some thoughtful but 
still well paced and enjoyable 
fantasy -fiction movies are begi n­
ning to emerge. The following is a 
samp ling of this summer ' s 
fantasy orie nt e d films, with 
comme nt ary on the relative 
successes and failures of each. 
"E.T. The Extra-terrestrial": 
There could only be one reaso n 
why you didn't see "E.T.": 
you 've got a thing against good 
movies. At the risk of repea ting 
the hundr eds of reviews and 
articles abou t "E.T.", I'll let it go 
that "E.T." is quite easily the 
summer's best movie. However , 
its creator, Steven Spielberg, 
:ieeds to learn a lesso n in 

modesty ; his recent egotism has 
severely lessened "E.T." 's 
magical impact . Spielberg has 
been quoted as saying that in 
creating "E.T. " , he made 
something that shares cultura l 
importance with the likes of Santa 
Claus and the Easter Bunny. 
Furthermore, he says he ' s 
enjoy ing the success of "E.T." 
too much to even think about a 
seque l. That wrinkled little alien 
may be everyone's favorite film 
star, but Steven Spielberg has a 
ways to go before he's America's 
favorite film maker. 
"Poltergeist": This movie is like 

dessert after an eight course 
mea l: it's just a bit too much. 
" Poltergeist" explores one fam­
ily's bout with the supernatural, 
and it closely follows many true 
account s of 'poltergeists', or 
ghosts. The specia l effects make 
the entir e scenario very convinc­
ing, but aga in Spielberg is 
overindul ge nt in presenting his 
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middle-class, suburban story. His 
film tech,.1ique, which is best 
described as 'cute,' clashes with 
Tobe ("Texas Chainsaw Mass­
acre") Hooper, who directed the 
film. Spielberg could not let 
Hooper direct a stra ight forward 
horror movie, and the result is an 
interesting, but not altogether 
frightening, movie, interspersed 
with what seem to be leftove r 
ideas from "E .T." 

"The Thing": Like " Polter­
geist,'' ''The Thing'' is laced with 
so me unbelievable special 
effects. But " The Thing" 
includes the suspe nse that 
"Poltergeist" lacks. With this 
film, John (Halloween) Carpente r 
has proved he can integrate his 
suspenseful technique with a 
well-paced, well-acted storyline. 
This time around, Kurt Russel 
and crew battle a monster that 
can assume any shape, giving 
way to the seaso n 's best horror 
effects, and the only serious 
contender in the horror-fantas y 
area. 
"1'he Road Warrior": Take " Star 
Wars " and rep lace the spacesh ip 
with cars, and the basic result is 
"T he Road Warrior. " This movie 
is the sequel to "Mad Max," and 
centers on cars, crossbows, and 
chaos in a futuristic world of 
automotive anarchy. This isn' t 
terribly deep stuff, but like 

"Raiders of the Lost Ark, " it 
provides ample dosages of 
adventur e and action. 
"Star Trek 0" : This movie broke 
traditio n; "Star Trek" used to be 
good. In an attempt to create a 
more action-filled film, as 
opposed to " Star Trek I" (which 
many found boring), the whole 
"Star Trek" idea was reduced to 
nothing more than television for 
the big scree n . (The direct or, 
Harve Bennett, has done such 
clt>ssics as "Th e Six Million 
Dollar Man"). Even the plot 
ste ms from a previous "Trek" 
ep isode, and at the cost of an 
intce ligent plot, th e film 
gene rates only moderate excite­
ment. The "S tar Trek " tradition 
was founded on thoughts and 
chara cters, and thi s movie does 
little to furt her that tradition. 
"Firefox": This is Clint East­
wood's first try at a fantasy film, 
and "Firefox" is not the typical 
Eastwood film; it appea ls to a 
very limited audience. "Fi refox" 
details Eastwood's attempt to 
stea l an advanced Russian spy 
plane, and the last half of the film 
involves severa l supersonic chase 
scenes . This movie requires a 
split decision: if you enjoy this 
kind of technological action, 
"Firefox" is an interesting 
venture; if not, it becomes a 
movie tacking genera l appea l. 
"Tron": Billed as the new wave 
in film making, "Tro n" makes 
extens ive use of compute r 
grap hics and imagery. However, 

if no one had disclosed that fact , 
"Tron" would seem nothin g 
more than an elaborate cartoon. 
In fact, the story and acting would 
seem more at home in the 
wasteland of Saturda)' morning 
kid-vid. "Tron'' deserves credit, 
though, for it breaks new ground 
in integrating computer video 
techno logy with the film medium, 
comparable to the film pioneers of 
the late 20's first adding sound 
and color to their movies. "T ron" 
is a wondrous spectacle to look at, 
and thoug h it yea rn s for 
refinement, this Disney film is a 
worthwhile achievement. 
"Blade Runner" : "Blade Run­
ner" , and its treat ment of 
anticipated changes in hum an 
behavior, is per haps the only film 
this summer which approaches 
the future from an intellectua l 
standpo int. Yet , it retains 
development and act ion b y 
adapting a mood a nd plot 
resembling a 1940's detective 
story transposed into the year 
2025. Harrison Ford rea ffirms his 
actirig versat ility as the 'blad e 
runner,' a policeman charged 
with destroying near- hum an 
androids. The mood and 
atmosp here in this film crea te a 
tota lly believable world, with 
believable chara cters inhabiting 
that world. "B lade Runn er, " 
being a well-rounded movie, can 
hold its own against any other 
film in this gen re, and hopefully 
rep rese nts the direction in which 
fantasy-fiction films are headed.
