Research students receive grants

Three seniors , Sima 
Medow , Michele Mengel , 
and Jerom e Naylor , spent 
last year conducting pre­
limin ary research on indi­
v idu al ex per iments in 
research biology under the 
direction of M r. Nevin 
Longenecker. Once their 
work was concluded , each 
student still had some 
unanswer ed questions . 
Now, with the help of a 
research gra nt, th e stu­
dents will be able to pursue 
the answers to tho se 
questi ons. 

The tit le of Sima 
Medow 's experiment is 
" Invest igating the Efforts 
of Prenatal and Postnatal 
Audiogenic Stress on Be­
havioral and Morphological 
Changes in Lab Mice ." 
Translated into EAglish , 
this means ''The effects of 
noise from a sound 
chamber on mice before 
and after they are born. '' 

For the experiment, Sima 
divided 12 pregnant female 
mice into four groups . One 
group was put in the sound 
chamber the entire time -­
one group was in until the 
offspring were born-­
another group was out and 

then put in when the 
offspring were born-- and 
the control mice were never 
in the sound chamber at all. 

In the testing of the 
offspring conducted after 
the subjection to the sound 
chamber (learning , mem­
ory , nesting habits , aggres­
sion ), it appeared that the 
normal nest ing patterns for 
males and females were 
reversed . Sima is planning 
further research on the 
subject . 

Michele Mengel 's ex­
periment , "Investigating 
the Possible Effect s of 
Anabolic Steroid s on Physi­
olog ical and Morphological 
Changes in Lab Mice ," is 
an interesting experiment 
due to the controversy 
surrounding the use of 
steroids. 

Michele used 32 lab mice 
divided into four groups of 
eight . The groups were 
divided into "steriods and 
exercise ,'' ' 'steroids, no 
exercise ,' ' ' 'exercise, no 
steroids, " and "no ster ­
oids, no exercise ." 

Michele discovered that 
the mice using steroids 
were better swimmers. 
Surprisingly, there seems 
to be nothing unhealthy 
about mice using steroids .
