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NASA

Sima Medow and Kevi n 
Warstler, two of Mr. Longen­
ecker' s research biology 
students , have once again 
been recognized for their 
outstanding achievements in 
the science world . The Indiana 
Academy of Scien ce ranks 
them as two of the top high 
school research students in 
the state, and NASA has given 
them the opportunity to 
disp lay their experiments at 
the Space Shuttle Symposium. 

Both Kevin's and Sima's 
experiments are space-relat · 
ed. Sima's experiment deals 
with the effects of microgravi­
ty on the absorption rate and 
effectivenss of anti-stress 
drugs used by astronauts in 
space . Kevin's experiment 
tested the possible effect s of 
increased G-forces and drug 
resistant bacteria on fagocyto­
sis · · the process in which the,, 
immune system attacks and 
destroys bacteria . 

Kevin and Sima were 
awarded the opportunity to 
attend the Space Center in 
Huntsville, Alabama, on 
March 24-26. Each will give a 
short presentation of his / he r 
proposal to NASA scientists, 
teacher advisors (including 
Mr . Longenecker) , and other 
regional winners . After re ­
visions are made , the ir 
proposals will be submitted on 
the national level. 

Sima and Kevin have also 
been recognized by the 
Indiana Academy of Science 
u two of the top thirteen high 
school researchers in the 

students 

state . The subject of Sima's 
experiment for this honor 
concerned the effects of 
audiogenic stress, better 
known, as noise, on the 
leaming, memory, and be ­
havior of young and pre -natal 
mice. Kevin 's experiment 
tested the effects of carbon 
monoxide and drug -resistant 
bacteria on mice's immune 
systems . 

:>una and Kevin were first 
chosen as two of the top 
twenty -five reseuchers in the 

state. They then went to 
Indianapolis where they were 
interviewed by judges, who 
also criticized the displays of 
the experiments . Of the 
twenty-five students who 
attended , the Academy chose 
thirteen winners, including 
Kevin and Sima. 

There seems no end in sight 
for the awards granted to Mr. 
Longeneckcr's research stu· 
dents. Congratulations arc in 
order to the entire , Adams 
science depanment.
